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The editor of the CARNATION is Bruce Hammand.  However, he is a satellite employee and does not work at headquarters.  If you were to ask him when Epsilon Rho became a colony, from records, he would just call me.  I’ll go back through records and look for you.
Yes, back in our growth era, mid-century, it was not uncommon to have the active members from one chapter transfer to another college to start a colony.  Also, sometimes a nearby chapter would assist in the establishment of a colony at another college.  You asked about the Delta Sig house at Santa Barbara.  The UCSB house was Beta Zi, it was  chartered in February 1948 and was closed in 1962.

We do not have a record of Don Johnson’s pin number.  He became a member (Brother) before pin numbers, as we know them now, were established.  During that time the back of each pin would have initials, followed by chapter designation, and the year of initiation.  Don Johnson was initiated June 3, 1951.  

William Noblitt was from Hilgard Chapter in Berkeley and was initiated October 30, 1920.  He was the winner of two national awards still given out today:  the Mr. Delta Sig Award and the Harvey H. Hebert Award.  These are the top National awards.  He also served on the Grand Council in the 1950’s.  

These awards are presented to an alumnus who has performed an outstanding service to the fraternity or whose diligence and perservering work have made them worthy of the award.  They are given biannually at convention.  
Herb Hotaling was initiated November 16, 1952, and is listed as Bond Eternal.  Don Frederick Johnson isn’t listed as BE.
