How We Contact Alumni:

With Peabody’s help we sent out a one page solicitation and directory update via bulk surface mail in January.  During the month of March we sent out 503 individually targeted surface-mailed two page reminder letters with news and the second graphic on the preceding page.  To date in April we have sent approximately 300 reminder emails.  
We all owe Smiley a big thank you for receiving and processing all the dues, donations, and updated directory information.  I cannot overstate how much work he is doing for DSP.

The Numbers To Date:
· The Association started 2008 with 86 pre-paid members;
· Dues remain at $20 per year;

· As of two weeks ago an additional 102 have paid dues;

· As of two weeks ago 32 had donated a total of $2,000 for our alumni web site; 

· Unfortunately, several Brothers have been designated as Bond Eternal;

· 49 surface addresses have been determined to be undeliverable (39 from January’s mailing and 10 from March’s mailing);
· Last year’s data base contained 539 email addresses; of the nearly 300 email reminders sent to date this year 83 have bounced – they’re bad – but this should not be interpreted as a one year, but a many year, result – and the audit continues;

· In an effort to broaden our support base 321 of the 503 surface-mailed reminder letters sent in March went to alumni who had never paid dues nor donated to the building fund.
There’s one last matter to cover.  If you haven’t paid your 2008 Alumni Association membership dues please don’t leave before writing a check to DSP EP Alumni Assn. and giving it to Smiley for processing.  Dues are $20 but we do accept larger amounts too.
